10 out of 20 is a passing grade, and it is the minimum mark 
required to get credit for the course.  French students are satisfied to receive 10 out of 
20.  

General Information: The SELF Program (one semester) offers a unique opportunity of 
spending 4 months in the heart of Europe, combining French learning in France and 
courses in English.  There is choice of approximately 25 courses in Business, Law and 
Humanities subjects.  The courses represent 20-25 hours for the semester (3 hours per 
week x 10 weeks).
