He is a prolific and multiple-award-winning researcher
whose studies primarily focus on the strategic
management of multinational enterprises, with an
emphasis on the organizational and performance
effects of inter-firm networks, cross-border alliances
and geographic location.

“Dr. Goerzen brings a wealth of knowledge and an
impressive research background that is critical to our
mission of developing outstanding leaders with a
global perspective,” says Dean Saunders.

In response to increasing demand for enrolment,
Goodes Hall is expanding! Queen’s School of Business
officially broke ground on a new 75,000-square-foot
wing at a ceremony on May 29 during Spring Reunion
celebrations on campus.

“This expansion will provide more great teaching,
research and learning opportunities, while honouring our
tradition of intimate learning,” said Dean David Saunders.
“By accommodating more of the best students, we will
also expand our global footprint and alumni network,
advancing our goal to be one of the most innovative and
influential business schools in Canada and the world.”

The Dean also acknowledged the School’s many benefactors:
BMO Financial Group (see story on page 39), Cadbury Adams
Canada, Cara Operations and PricewaterhouseCoopers,
our Commerce students who pledged $1.2 million (see
page 50), as well as three anonymous million-dollar-plus
benefactors.

$18.2 million of the $22 million fundraising portion of the
expansion was funded through donations from alumni
and friends, with plans to raise the final $3.8 million by
January 2012. The remaining $18 million for the $40 million
project will come from government and university funds
related to program growth.

Christine (Smith) Sinclair, BCom’81, was a marathon runner.
She loved nothing better than running the dirt roads on summer
days at her cottage on Lake Skootamatta, just north of Kingston.
Only two years after her first marathon in 1998, she ran the
internationally prestigious Boston Marathon, and in 2001 tackled
the Washington Marine Corps Marathon.

The perseverance and patience she brought to running
marathons were traits she had long demonstrated, including
during her Commerce studies. As classmate Jane Wiley recalls,
“Her interest in marathons was reflective of her overall passion
for life and her infectious enthusiasm. Chris was diligent about
her studies, but was also very involved in the wider Queen’s
community. She was on the Commerce Society’s executive and
was a key organizer of many events and activities. She had a
steely determination to achieve and get results, but did everything
with a huge smile on her face and what I’ll always remember as
a 'smile in her eyes.' Her aim was to make the most out of her
life – and she did.”

She also made her mark in her chosen field of accounting
as a Partner at PricewaterhouseCoopers and later Ernst & Young,
as a Fellow of the Institute of Chartered Accountants, and later

as its elected Chair for Ontario (ICAO). Her valued community
contributions included service as Director and Governor of
Bridgepoint Health and finance committee member for Toronto’s
Fred Victor Centre, dedicated to improving the quality of life for
low-income people. And she was a long-time supporter of Queen’s,
specifically the School of Business, to which she made regular
gifts in support of programs and student-focused initiatives.

The Washington marathon would be Christine’s last. In 2003,
after experiencing a range of puzzling symptoms, she was
diagnosed with Amyotrophic Lateral Sclerosis (ALS, also known
as Lou Gehrig’s Disease). This severe and incurable neurological
disease weakens muscles and eventually affects victims’ ability
to control the muscles needed to speak, eat and breathe.

When Commerce’81 friends Iain Bruce and Jane Wiley
learned of her condition, they rallied their classmates to a
cause they supported whole-heartedly: a student award in
Christine’s honour, to benefit “an upper-year student who
best exemplifies the characteristics of leadership, academic
excellence and general contribution to student life within the
Commerce Program.”

The 2009 recipient was Michael Portner Gartke, BCom’10,
who received notification of the award as he was entering his
fourth year. “I was checking on the balance of my tuition fees
when I saw I had received the $1,000 Christine Smith Award.
It really made a difference, not only helping with my expenses,
but also giving me a boost by recognizing my academic and
extra-curricular achievements.”

Michael certainly fit the Award’s criteria. He excelled
academically, was a member of the varsity track team, and also
served as both Chief Electoral Officer and Speaker of the Commerce
Society’s Assembly. He competed in national and international
business case competitions, notably as a member of the Queen’s
Commerce team that won the inaugural National University of
Singapore competition last September. His biggest passion,though,
was debating. From first through fourth year, he was a stalwart
member of Queen’s Debating Union (QDU), competing nationally
and internationally. He reached the pinnacle of competition
as one of three QDU team members who travelled to Istanbul,
Turkey, in December for the World Universities Debating
Championship. He put his award towards his airfare to compete
in the championships – a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity.

After graduating at the top of his class in May, he juggled
four summer jobs at Queen’s before heading to Toronto to

Canada’s first student-advised venture capital fund debuted at
the School in 2006. The TriColour Venture Fund enables students
from the Commerce and full-time MBA programs to gain hands-
on experience in managing a multi-million dollar fund. Students
meet directly with potential portfolio companies, assess the
opportunities, conduct due diligence and make recommendations
to the Investment Advisory Board, a committee of seasoned
entrepreneurs, angel investors and venture capitalists.

“It’s a hands-on translation of theory into practice,” explains
Elspeth Murray, Director of Queen’s School of Business
Centre for Business Venturing that manages the program.
“It’s real money, it’s real business and it’s serious business.”

The Fund is seeded with contributions from alumni and friends
of Queen’s, and all proceeds from the Fund are reinvested into
maintaining and expanding this innovative educational program.
This unique investment vehicle was established in partnership
with PARTEQ Innovations, the technology transfer office of Queen’s.

“The opportunities created by this fund benefit both parties,”
Elspeth continues. “Students get access to the inner workings of
an early stage company, and new ventures receive high-calibre
scrutiny of their business strategy. Successful candidates are
rewarded with investment funding, and this can sometimes
have a multiplier effect, with these new ventures going on to
attract matching or follow-on investments.”
