Section 9: AMS Access Sticker Policy
Section IX, Part A: Mandate

This policy allows all undergraduate students of Queen’s University (“University”) who are under the legal drinking age of Ontario to gain access to designated Alma Mater Society (“AMS”) venues and events, where alcohol is available to persons of the legal drinking age of Ontario, through the issuance of an AMS Access Sticker by the AMS.

Section IX, Part B: Definitions

1. “Possess” includes the handling of alcohol at any time for any duration, and includes, but is not limited to, holding, controlling, and/or consuming;

2. “Student” shall mean any AMS undergraduate student at Queen’s University, regardless of age and regardless of the student’s status as a full or part-time student;

3. “Underage Student” shall mean any student who is under the legal drinking age of Ontario (nineteen years of age), regardless of the student’s status as a full or part-time student;

4. “Sticker” shall mean an AMS Access Sticker issued by, or under the authorization of the AMS Commissioner of Internal Affairs;

5. “AMS Access Event” shall mean any designated event at which the use of an AMS Access Sticker has been authorized by an officer of the AMS, and includes at all times any bar and/or restaurant operated by the AMS.

6. “Business days” shall mean the days Monday through Friday inclusive.  This stipulation may be waived over the summer, winter break, reading weeks and at the discretion of the Commissioner of Internal Affairs.

7. “Student Card” shall mean a valid Queen’s Student Identification Card issued by the Office of the University Registrar.

Section IX, Part C: Application

1. This policy applies to any Underage Student at Queen’s University;

2. Any action to be taken by the AMS, and any sanctions levied by the AMS, shall be done in accordance with this policy;

3. The Underage Student is reminded that he or she is bound by the Liquor License Act, R.S.O. 1990, c. L.19 and is subject to provincial prosecution for a breach of that Act irrespective of this policy.

Section IX, Part D: Conditions of Use

1. The Sticker shall only be issued to the Underage Student upon the signing of an Agreement of Understanding by the Underage Student.  Completion of On-line Sign-up shall be considered equivalent to the signing of such an Agreement of Understanding. Once issued, the Sticker must be used in accordance with this policy. 

2. When receiving the Sticker, each student shall be issued a copy of the Agreement of Understanding and shall be verbally apprised of the penalties for violation of the agreement.
3. The Sticker shall be affixed to the Student Card by the Commissioner of Internal Affairs or an authorized delegate of the Commissioner and shall remain affixed to the Student Card until the Agreement of Understanding expires. If removed from the Student Card, the Sticker shall be deemed invalid.

4. The Underage Student is deemed to have accepted all terms of this policy upon first use of his or her Sticker.

5. The Underage Student must not make fraudulent use of his or her Sticker, which includes, but is not limited to:

i) allowing, either directly or indirectly, any individual to use his or her Sticker, regardless of whether or not the individual is a Student, and whether or not the individual is entitled to a Sticker;

ii) altering his or her Sticker, Queen’s Student Card, or other Identification for the purpose of gaining access to an AMS Access event.

6. No student shall make fraudulent use of an Underage Student’s Sticker, which includes, but is not limited to:

i) using, or attempting to make use of, any Underage Student’s Sticker for the purposes of gaining access to an AMS Access event;

ii) possessing or making use of an unauthorized Sticker.

7.  The Underage Student shall notify the Commissioner of Internal Affairs in the case of a damaged, lost or stolen Sticker.  The Commissioner of Internal Affairs shall proceed in accordance with Part F of this policy.

8.  

The Sticker is issued to the Underage Student named in the Agreement of Understanding and is non-transferable.

9.  The Sticker is the sole property of the AMS, and shall ONLY be used at Alfie’s, The Queen’s Pub, Clark Hall Pub and/or any other specifically authorized AMS Access event.  Use of the Sticker at any unauthorized establishment or event is prohibited.

10. To be valid, the Sticker must be used in conjunction with one other valid form of photo identification.

11.  The Underage Student shall exchange his or her Student Card for a hand-stamp and/or a wristband upon entry to an AMS Access event.

12. The Underage Student shall not consume, purchase or possess, nor attempt to consume, purchase or possess, alcohol of any form, while at an AMS Access event.  The Underage Student shall not enter an AMS Access event having previously consumed alcohol in the evening.
13. The Underage Student shall retrieve his or her Student Card upon leaving an AMS Access event.  If the hand-stamp and/or wristband has been damaged and/or tampered with and/or removed, or an attempt has been made to damage and/or tamper with and/or remove the hand-stamp or wristband in any way, the Sticker shall be removed by the Student Constable or Science Constable on duty and destroyed. The Underage Student’s name and student number shall be recorded by the Student Constable, or Science Constable on duty. The Student Card shall then be returned to the Underage Student. 

14. If the Underage Student fails to retrieve his or her Student Card, the Underage Student’s AMS Access privileges shall be revoked immediately. The Sticker shall be removed by the Student Constable or Science Constable on duty and destroyed. The Underage Student’s name and student number shall then be recorded by the Student Constable, or Science Constable on duty. The Student Card shall then be delivered to the Commissioner of Internal Affairs.

15. If the Underage Student fails to retrieve his or her Student Card, the Commissioner of Internal Affairs shall retain the Student Card for forty-eight (48) hours after the AMS Access event. The Underage Student may retrieve his or her Student Card from the Commissioner of Internal Affairs during this time. After forty-eight (48) hours the Commissioner shall forward the Student Card to the Office of the University Registrar.

16. Any Underage Student breaching any of the above conditions of use shall be reported by the Student Constable Head Manager or Science Constable Head Manager to the Commissioner of Internal Affairs, who will proceed in accordance with Part F below.  
Section IX, Part E: Penalties
1. An Underage Student shall be subject to penalties for not complying with this policy.

2. In absence of any exceptional or extraordinary mitigating circumstances, there shall be an assumption that a violation of the policy has occurred.

3. Penalties for all infractions shall automatically include the following:

i) Ejection from venue or event;

ii)
    Queen’s Tri-Pub Ban for one (1) year starting on the Sticker holder’s nineteenth (19th ) birthday;
iii)    Levying of administrative costs;

iv)    Permanent loss of Sticker privileges.
4. Additional AMS Judicial Committee sanctions may be applied as outlined in the AMS Constitution (10.01.14).
Section IX, Part F: Procedures for Infractions
Part F outlines the procedures to be followed in the case of an alleged infraction of any of the proceeding Parts.

1. Reissue of Stickers

i) Only lost or damaged Stickers shall be replaced;

ii) The Commissioner of Internal Affairs shall replace any damaged Sticker free of charge if the damaged Sticker is returned to the Commissioner of Internal Affairs.  Any Sticker that is claimed to be damaged and is not returned to the Commissioner of Internal Affairs, shall be treated as a lost Sticker;

iii) The Commissioner of Internal Affairs may reissue a lost Sticker only upon written notification to do so from the AMS Judicial Committee. The decision to reissue a lost Sticker shall be at the sole discretion of the AMS Judicial Committee.  Reissuing any lost Sticker shall be subject to costs and an administrative fee, the total of which shall be ten dollars ($10.00).

2.  Alleged Infractions

i) If the alleged infraction is that the Underage Student possessed, consumed or purchased alcohol or attempted to possess, consume or purchase alcohol of any form while attending an AMS Access event, the Underage Student shall be ejected from the event, and his or her Sticker shall be removed from his or her Student Card by the Student Constable or Science Constable on duty and destroyed;

ii) If the alleged infraction is that the Underage Student made or attempted to make fraudulent use of his or her Sticker in a way that contravenes this policy, the Underage Student shall be ejected from the event, and his or her Sticker shall be removed from his or her Student Card by the Student Constable or Science Constable on Duty.

iii) If the Sticker is removed for either of the reasons outlined in ss. (i) or (ii), the Underage Student’s name shall automatically be placed on the Queen’s Tri-Pub Ban list, pending an AMS Judicial Committee hearing.

3. Initiation of Judicial Committee Proceedings

i) The Student Constable or Science Constable who witnessed the alleged infraction and who removed the Sticker shall prepare a written Incident Report;

ii) The Incident Report shall include a description of the alleged infraction, an identification of those allegedly involved and the contact names, student numbers and telephone numbers of those involved;

iii) The Student Constable Head Manager will retain a copy of all Incident Reports filled out by Student Constables and the Science Constable Head Manager will retain a copy of all Incident Reports filled out by Science Constables;

iv) The Student Constable Head Manager or the Science Constable Head Manager shall deliver the original copy of all Incident Reports, along with all confiscated Cards, to the Commissioner of Internal Affairs within three (3) business days of any alleged infraction;

v) The Commissioner of Internal Affairs shall file a copy of the Incident Report with the AMS Judicial Committee Clerk;

vi) If the alleged infraction results in the removal and destruction of the Underage Student’s Sticker, the AMS Judicial Committee Clerk shall notify the Underage Student to whom the Sticker belongs.  This notification shall include an explanation of the destruction and the appeals procedure, and shall occur within fifteen (15) business days of the AMS Judicial Committee Clerk receiving notice of the alleged infraction;  

vii) Any Underage Student may submit a written appeal to the Commissioner of Internal Affairs to have a lost, stolen or confiscated Sticker reinstated;

viii) In the case of a confiscated Sticker, an appeal must be made within five (5) business days of delivery of the notification by the AMS Judicial Committee Clerk, and must include:

a) all relevant facts and matters, of which the Underage Student is aware, that may have led to the confiscation of the Sticker; and

b) any consideration that may be beneficial to the AMS Judicial Committee in rendering a decision upon any Underage Student.

ix) Within fifteen (15) business days of receiving a fully completed Appeal Form, the AMS Judicial Committee Clerk shall deliver a Notice To A Party To A Proceeding Before the AMS Judicial Committee (Form 1) to the Underage Student, detailing the time, date, place and circumstances of an AMS Judicial Committee hearing;

x) The AMS Judicial Committee Clerk shall schedule all hearing times and dates and inform the AMS Judicial Committee Chair of the times and dates of all hearings.

xi) All hearings shall be held within fifteen (15) business days of the delivery of a Form 1 to the Underage Student.  

4.  Decision of the Judicial Committee

i) The AMS Judicial Committee shall receive a copy of the Incident Report filled out by the Student Constable or Science Constable who confiscated the Underage Student’s Card;

ii) The Judicial Committee shall receive a copy of the Appeal Form filled out by the Underage Student.  The Underage Student will also be given the opportunity to explain his or her case to the AMS Judicial Committee;

iii) The Underage Student is subject to the full range of AMS Judicial Committee sanctions as outlined in the AMS Constitution (10.01.14);

iv) A written decision of the AMS Judicial Committee will be made available to the Commissioner of Internal Affairs and upon request to the Underage Student within a seventy-two (72) hour period.  

5.  Judicial Committee Appeals 
As per Section 10.01.09 of the A.M.S. Constitution, disciplinary decisions rendered by the AMS Judicial Committee may be appealed to the Senate Grievance Board.
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
