APPENDIX D: 
Alcohol Service at Major Off-Campus Events where Alcohol Plays a Significant Role

1. In accordance with the Liquor License Act, no activity shall be permitted that would promote immoderate consumption of alcohol (open bars, drinking competitions, drinking games, etc.). While off-campus events do not have a direct impact on the Queen’s University liquor license, the sale of event tickets on the campus or under the auspices of a Queen’s related organization prompts the imposition of the following guidelines on major off-campus events where alcohol plays a significant role.

2. All staff at the event (bar staff, volunteers, other) including constables, ticket sellers and bar staff must be trained to a recognized standard, experienced and understand their responsibility for identifying signs of intoxication and refusal of service. Their clothing or nametags should easily identify staff.

3. Alcoholic beverages must be sold at the standard price

4. Non-alcoholic beverages must be available. Water, punch, soft drinks or other similar beverages must be provided at reasonable prices or preferably free of charge.

5. Food must be available for the duration of the event.

6. No extra-strong drinks, doubles, etc. may be served.

7. Patrons must purchase “drink tickets” at the event in order to obtain alcohol beverages.  A maximum of four tickets will be sold to any person at one time.

8. Patrons may cash in unused drink tickets at any time during the event.

9. No alcohol other than that provided under the liquor license may be brought into the event.

10. Alcohol service will be stopped 45 minutes prior to the end of the event.  There will be no “last call” announcement.

11. The event organizers support the authority and responsibility of the appropriate license holder to:

a. Refuse admittance to the event (despite the patron being in possession of a valid ticket) to any person believed to be under-age, intoxicated, high on drugs, rowdy, or otherwise troublesome.

b. Refuse the service of alcohol to any person believed to be under-age, intoxicated, high on drugs, rowdy, or otherwise troublesome.

c. Request the removal from the premises any person believed to be under-age, intoxicated, high on drugs, rowdy, or otherwise troublesome.

d. Post signs stating their policies for dealing with under-age, rowdy, troublesome or intoxicated patrons.

12. Any violations will be dealt with appropriately. For individuals this may include referral to the AMS Judicial Committee, and referral of a matter to the police. For the organizing organization this may include a refusal of authorization for future events.

13. Queen’s Student Constables will work with the organizers to determine the required level of staffing, including the presence of student constables and off-duty police officers.

14. Procedures must be in place for insuring the safety of patrons in the event they become intoxicated.
