CALENDAR DESCRIPTION: A study of Renaissance art and architecture before 1500 within the context of the social, political and economic history of Western Europe. Key monuments, themes and concepts will be stressed.

PREREQUISITES: Level 2 or above or permission of the Department.

COURSE DESCRIPTION: We will explore the first two centuries of the Renaissance in Europe (1300-1500), looking closely at painting, sculpture and architecture, primarily in Italy, but also north of the Alps. The course begins with the “dawn” of the intellectual and cultural movement known as the Renaissance in Tuscany and ends with Leonardo’s Last Supper. 
COURSE REQUIREMENTS: Attendance of lectures on campus (2 x 1.5 hours/week); detailed knowledge of lecture material and required readings; power-points from lectures and required readings will be available via onQ. There will be multiple choice quizzes every two weeks via onQ; two short essays; and a final test.
