Teaching Assistants are expected to work an average of two hours per week. The specific responsibilities for the position may change depending on the format of classes in Fall/Winter 2026-27, but will include some or all of:
· Participating in Teaching Assistant trainings.
· Giving weekly tutorials (grammar introduction);
· Attending weekly meetings (0.5 hours/week) with the supervisor.

Some of these hours will fall in a few weeks before Fall term.
