Group B, C, and D: (Qualified Graduate Students in the Department of Philosophy or another Department for whom a TAship does not form part of a guaranteed funding package.) Please submit a brief cover letter indicating your preference for courses to TA, a CV, and your transcript (unofficial is acceptable) to the Department of Philosophy.

The Department will attempt to allocate TAships according to the preferences of Group A students wherever possible; however, we may not always be able to satisfy students’ requests in the allocation of TA positions.

When submitting your preferences for courses to TA, please indicate whether you will be available to attend lectures, lead tutorials, and offer in-person office hours, or whether you are only able to TA remotely.
