Project Description: 

The Electoral Integrity Project (https://www.electoralintegrityproject.com/) produces innovative and policy-relevant research comparing elections worldwide. The selected student(s) will work with the Electoral Integrity Project on the Global Perceptions of Electoral Integrity Index. The Perceptions of Electoral Integrity (PEI) dataset provides a comprehensive analysis of how well countries' electoral processes meet democratic standards of electoral integrity.

Through this experience, the selected student will assist in identifying upcoming elections, selecting experts, and perform basic analysis of results. Opportunities to work on other EIP projects may be offered as well (see website: https://www.electoralintegrityproject.com/) depending on student interest.

At least one written assignment in the form of an electoral integrity analysis will be submitted as part of this course and may be published as a blog post or practitioner report. 

This opportunity is ideal for students considering further studies in political science, or future work in the fields of electoral administration/government, civil society and activism, or non-governmental or inter-governmental organizations.
