All students submit a thesis proposal; write and orally defend a comprehensive examination; 
and write and orally defend a thesis. 

PhD1 Normally in the first year of the program students take either: 
 

• PSYC 940 or  
• PSYC 941  

 
And one course from:

PhD1 Social-Personality PhD students who do not have a Master's degree in Social 
Psychology normally in the first year of the program take either:
