- 50% group research design project. Students will develop an original policy research design of

20-25 pages, which will be due three weeks after the last class.

The aim of this course is to provide students with practical tools for research in the fields of
policy-making and program administration, so that they can conduct original, empirical research and
intelligently critique the research of others. Through readings, discussion, exercises and guest
speakers, this course aims to develop knowledge and skills related to:

- The role of research in public administration and public policy

- Experimental, quasi-experimental and non-experimental research designs
- Leading quantitative and qualitative research methods

- The research function in the Government of Canada

Day 3: Research designs (chapters 5 + 6)

Day 4: Measurement (chapter 4)

Day 7: Communicating research findings (chapters 16-17)
