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The majority of participants indicated that they do use
this word. In case you aren’t one of them, “fleek” means
“ok” but with more emphasis and excitement. Most
“fleek” users in our survey are younger than 25.

Did you watch the new Suits episode? Yep, that show is lit!

“Lit” was also popular among our participants. The term is
used to say that something is amazing/great/really good.

well on something.
