Creation of Excess Embryos 

5.8.1 No more embryos can be created than necessary for the optimum 

chance of reproductive success. 

National Registry 

5.9.1 Any institutions that are eligible to receive Agency funds for stem 

cell lines derived directly from embryonic sources must be 

registered with the Canadian SCOC national registry of stem cell 

lines, and the stem cell lines must be made available to all 

Researchers, subject to reasonable cost-recovery charges. 

Privacy and Confidentiality 

5.10.1 All human pluripotent stem cell lines shall be anonymized or coded 

unless the research only involves the directed donation of induced 

pluripotent stem cells; 

5.10.2 All Researchers who make stem cell lines available to other 

academics shall ensure that the cell lines are anonymized or 

coded. 

5.11 Conflict of Interest 

5.11.1 Members of the health care team who may influence a donor's 

decision to donate embryos may not be included on the stem cell 

research team; 

5.11.2 When Researchers/institutions have, or acquire, financial interests 

in the outcome of the stem cell research it must be disclosed to the 

SCOC, the HSREB and current and prospective research 

participants; 

5.11.3 Researchers and/or their institutions may be asked to come up with 

a management plan for any such conflicts of interest; 

5.11.4 Copies of contracts between Researchers, institutions and industry 

sponsors, as well as budgets must be submitted to the SCOC and 

the HSREB for review.
